But if they deviate from the way, even the closest person is 
no longer like a brother.

you enmity and hatred.’ (Qur’ān 05:91). The shaytan wants to put evil and enmity between 
you. Our enmity is against shaytan, and against those who follow him. We have nothing 
against Muslims. Wherever we are called for service, they are also our brothers. We go
