It has been about a week since the month of Dhu al-Qi’dah started. Dhu al-Qi’dah 

is one of Ashhur al-Hurum, the Sacred Months and from the months of Ḥajj. Allah جل جلاله has 
made these months Haram, so there is no war in them. Allah Azza wa Jalla gives people 
an opportunity to get along well.
