How far does the pride go? Since old times, Pharaoh had said, “I am your Lord. 
Worship me”. And it went up to making people worship him. Who are you for people to 

worship you? When you are very proud, it disgraces you. Allah جل جلاله does everything. Allah

been so since old times and is still going on. Ever since the creation of the world, as long 
as mankind has been living in this world, it is there and it will go on until Qiyamah.  

Therefore, people should know their place and say “I am a servant”. If you have 
good deeds, you should not spoil them but think about them. But when you lose your 
mind, you say “I am your God”. How can you be God? You are just like other people. 
You have legs and arms, you eat and drink, and you go to the toilet. God is not like that.
