In the same 

manner, those with Shaitan think day and night, “How are we to cause confusion3 in 

Islam and harm it?” And we have, thank Allah, seeked refuge in Allah. We wish for 

Allah’s help and compassion. He does not turn back. We want goodness Inshallah. May 

goodness come to us continuously. If there is good, may it happen, and if there is evil, 

may it be cleared away. Let us be under self-protection.  

We have purely seeked refuge in Allah. Allah would protect us. This is our belief 

and our creed. They are trying with things that they can do, but everything is in Allah’s 

hands. May Allah protect from their evils. Whatever there may be, may it be protected. 

May the good of today be for us and its evil be for them too.
