Whether people are rich or poor, there is no complete comfort in the world. Or 

there are lots of difficulties in the world. How can people escape from these hardships, 
difficulties, and all kinds of things? With one thing – and that is iman. They can try 
whatever and it does not happen with anything else. Whatever pain, hardship, and any 
kind of trouble there is: the stronger the person’s faith, the more at ease they are. 

 
Since our Holy Prophet (SAW) also says in his hadith: “The people who see the 

most troubles are prophets.” Their iman is complete. Then it is awliya, sahaba, and so on. 

Allah gives everybody burden accordingly, such that no matter how much pain they suffer 

they do not care at all because they have faith. They have believed in Allah and said, 

“These come from Allah.” But as faith weakens people rebel, and they would be harming 

themselves more. 

Whereas the stronger faith gets, these would be troubles and would be hardships 

would not be of the slightest importance and one would say, “This is a small matter.” In 

the past, in old tribes, it says in the Koran too, they would light a fire and throw in it. You 

will either renounce your faith or you will burn in the fire. He says, “I will burn in the 

fire.” And this is from the strength of faith.
