There is no benefit 
that they may receive.  The bad seems pleasant to people, seems easy, and just when 
someone is about to do good, Satan makes it hard and then it seems difficult.  So most 
people are on the wrong path, and are with evil.  Those who have faith, who believe in 
Allah, are always in the minority.  Those who follow their ego are the majority, and then 
they set the world on fire.  They desire to rule the world as they like, and at the end they 
find evil.  

Thanks be to Allah that the Ottomans always sought for the good.  The whole world 
was in admiration of them.  Though they may have called them bad just to degrade them, 
they were in admiration of their system.  What was the secret of the Ottomans?  Their 
secret is love of the Prophet (SW), following his path, obeying him.  They desired to do 
good as much as they could.  Most of the time there used to be demons who were obstacles 
in front of them, but Allah ‘azza wa jalla put light in their path with light.  We are here with 
blessings coming from them.  We still live in this safety and security, and we still continue 
to serve and help others, insha’Allah.
