Our Holy Prophet (SAW) says, “Keep away from doubtful places!”  This is because 
when a person is in or [even] near something doubtful, it affects him too, even if he himself 
is not [directly] involved in it. He will be shamed by others, even if he did not do anything 
[wrong personally]. That is why the Holy Prophet (SAW) asked the Muslims to be pure and 
to keep away from evil. Evil is clear, and goodness is clear, but in between them are 
ambiguities that one should also keep away from.  

Keep away from anything doubtful.  Do what you know is good, and stay in places 
that are good. Do not stay in bad places and then blame others for blaming you.  Like that, 
you will cause them to sin, and then you yourself will be harmed. The Holy Prophet (SAW) 
asks his nation, his people, for goodness. He asks people to stay away from evil things and 
places, from evil people, and he asks them to be careful. May Allah protect us.  

May Allah protect us from evil people, evil things, and doubtful things. May our 
faith be strong, insha’Allah. May Allah protect the people of Holy Prophet (SAW) from 
every type of evil.
