(Qur’ān 71:14). Allah جل جلاله states in the Holy Quran: ‘While He has created you in

Who do you think 
you are?” Some people say: “Well I can do this and I can do that”, then someone stronger 
than them comes, lifts them and takes them away saying: “Who are you?” and runs off.
